The undersigned incorporators hereby associate themselves together for the purpose of forming a for-profit corporation under the For-Profit Business Corporation Act, Sections 21-2003, et seq, and for that purpose hereby adopt these Articles of Incorporation. 

ARTICLE I.

ARTICLE II.
The name of the initial registered agent of the corporation, a corporate resident of the State of Nebraska, whose business address is _____________________________________________, is ___________________.
ARTICLE III.
The corporation shall have perpetual existence. 

ARTICLE IV.
The nature of the business and the objectives and purposes to be transacted, promoted and carried on by the corporation and its power are as follows: 

1. The corporation is organized for the purpose of  "to engage in any lawful act or activity for which a corporation may be organized under the general corporation law of Nebraska”.
  

ARTICLE V.
The corporation shall be a for-profit corporation. 
The corporation except as limited herein, shall have all the powers and may engage in all activities allowed by the Nebraska Corporation Act which are related to the performance of purposes set forth in Article IV of these Articles of Incorporation. 

Notwithstanding any other provisions of these Articles of Incorporation, the corporation shall not carry on any other activities not permitted by law. 

ARTICLE VI.
The corporation shall consist of 1000 shares of no par value common stock.  The value of the stock will not exceed 1.00 per share.
The members of the corporation and its officers and directors shall not be liable for, and their private property shall not be subject to, payment of corporate debts. 

ARTICLE VII.
The affairs of the corporation shall be administered by a board of directors 
The number, of qualifications and term of office, of the directors shall be provided in the by-laws. The members of the board of directors shall be elected as provided in the by-laws of the corporation.

ARTICLE VIII.
Common or interested directors may be counted in determining the presence of a quorum at a meeting or the board of directors or a committee thereof which authorizes, approves or ratifies such contract or transaction. 

ARTICLE IX.
The officers or the corporation shall be a president, vice president, secretary and treasurer, and such other offices as the by-laws may provide. The qualifications, method of election, term of office and responsibilities of the officers shall be as provided in the by-laws. 

ARTICLE X.
Upon the dissolution of the corporation, after paying or making provision for the payment of all liabilities of the corporation, the board of directors, or in the event of its failure to act, a court of competent jurisdiction, shall distribute the remaining assets, to the stockholders under the laws of  the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law, as the board of directors or the court, respectively, may determine.

These Articles of Incorporation may be amended at any regular or special meeting of the board of directors by a two-thirds vote of all directors.

Incorporator

Nebraska requires that you publish notice of Articles for 3 successive weeks.. Nebraska is one of the few states that requires new corporation to publish notice after incorporation (please see Nebraska Statute Section 21-20,189

Notice of incorporation, amendment, merger, or share exchange of a domestic corporation subject to the Business Corporation Act shall be published for three successive weeks in some legal newspaper of general circulation in the county where the corporation's principal office, or, if none in this state, its registered office, is located. A notice of incorporation shall show (a) the corporate name for the corporation, (b) the number of shares the corporation is authorized to issue, (c) the street address of the corporation's initial registered office and the name of its initial registered agent at that office, and (d) the name and street address of each incorporator. A brief resume of any amendment, merger, or share exchange of the corporation shall be published in the same manner and for the same period of time as a notice of incorporation is required to be published.

Proof of publication of any of the notices required to be published under this section shall be filed in the office of the Secretary of State. In the event any notice required to be given pursuant to this section is not given, but is subsequently published for the required time, and proof of the publication thereof is filed in the office of the Secretary of State, the acts of such corporation prior to, as well as after, such publication shall be valid.

· Organizational meetings. 21-2021. 
(1) After incorporation: 

a. If initial directors are named in the articles of incorporation, the initial directors shall hold an organizational meeting at the call of a majority of the directors to complete the organization of the corporation by appointing officers, adopting bylaws, and carrying on any other business brought before the meeting; and 

b. If initial directors are not named in the articles, the incorporator or incorporators shall hold an organizational meeting at the call of a majority of the incorporators: (i) To elect directors and complete the organization of the corporation; or (ii) To elect a board of directors who shall complete the organization of the corporation. 

(2) Action required or permitted by the Business Corporation Act to be taken by incorporators at an organizational meeting may be taken without a meeting if the action taken is evidenced by one or more written consents describing the action taken and signed by each incorporator. 
(3) An organizational meeting may be held in or out of this state.

Nebraska Incorporation Information 

Incorporating in Nebraska

Corporate Names: 

Choosing a business name is one of the first steps of forming a Nebraska Corporation. The name that you choose: 

· Must be distinguishable from any other registered Nebraska business entity and any reserved names on record, subject to certain exceptions under state law. 

· May not contain language stating or implying that the Nebraska corporation is another business entity or that it is organized for a purpose other than that permitted by state law and its articles of incorporation. 

LegalZoom allows you to choose up to 3 names, in order of preference. We will conduct a name check before filing to see which names are available. 

In addition, the name must contain one of (or an abbreviation of) the following words: 

· "Incorporated" 

· "Corporation" 

· "Company" 

· "Limited" 

NOTE:Banking businesses may use the word "bank" and are not required to use the above words or abbreviations.

Articles of Incorporation: 

When incorporating in Nebraska, articles of incorporation must be filed with the Nebraska Secretary of State. The Nebraska Business Corporation Act (Section 21-2001 of the Nebraska statutes) requires that certain information be included in your articles of incorporation. The following is a summary of those requirements:

Incorporators: 

· Minimum Number of Incorporators – One or more. 

· Eligibility Requirements – Any natural person or entity. 

· Listing Requirements - The name and address of each person incorporating in Nebraska must be listed in the articles. 

Corporate Purpose(s): Nebraska allows a corporation to be formed for any lawful business activity. The purpose does not need to be stated in the articles.

Director Information: 

· Minimum Number of Directors – One or more. 

· Eligibility Requirements – None. The articles of incorporation or bylaws may prescribe qualifications for directors. 

· Directors are not required to be listed in the articles of incorporation Stock Information: 

· The number of shares that the corporation is authorized to issue must be listed in the articles, as well as the par value of each share (or, if applicable, the number of shares and par value of each class of shares). 

Other Required Listing Information: 

· The street address of the corporation's initial registered office and the name of its initial registered agent at that office. 

· If the corporation is registered (or intends to) as an investment company, any provision limiting or eliminating annual shareholder meetings must be listed. Optional Provisions: Nebraska also permits optional provisions to be integrated into the articles of incorporation for corporations who wish to formalize additional criteria, such as: 

· The names and street addresses of the initial directors. 

· The corporate purpose(s). 

· Regulating the powers of the corporation, its board of directors, and shareholders. 

· Provisions managing the business and regulating the affairs of the corporation. 

· Changing the number of board votes which constitute a quorum. 

· Limitations on a director's liability for money damages to the corporation or its shareholders in certain situations. 

· The amount of a financial benefit received by a director to which he or she is not entitled. 

· An intentional infliction of harm on the corporation or the shareholders 

· Obligatory indemnification of directors in certain situations. 

LegalZoom allows you to designate whether any or all of these provisions should be included.

Publication:

Nebraska law requires publication of a notice of incorporation for three successive weeks in some newspaper of general circulation in the county where the corporation's principal office is located. Proof of publication needs to be submitted to the Secretary of State.

Bylaws:

The incorporators or board of directors must adopt initial bylaws for the corporation, which regulate the conduct of the corporation's internal affairs. A corporation maintains its bylaws at its principal executive office and is not required to file them with the state. 

Officer Information: 

Officers may be listed in the bylaws or elected by the board, and may appoint other officers, in compliance with the bylaws. One of the officers must be given the responsibility of preparing minutes of the directors' and shareholders' meetings and for authenticating corporate records. Any officer may hold more than one office in the corporation. 

Registered agent: 

Every Nebraska corporation must have a registered agent in Nebraska. A registered agent is the person or office designated to receive official state correspondence and notice if the corporation is "served" with a lawsuit. 

Eligibility Requirements - The registered agent must maintain a business office that is identical to the registered office and must be either: (1) an individual residing in the state, or (2) a corporation with authority to transact business in the state. 

Registered office:

Nebraska requires that every corporation maintain a registered office in Nebraska that may be the same of any of its places of business

Professional Corporations: 

Under Nebraska law, a professional corporation is formed in order to render services within one specific profession, subject to certain state exceptions. Generally, only licensed professional may be shareholders or directors of a professional corporation.

Biennial Report: 

A report must be filed with the Nebraska Secretary of State by March 1 of each even-numbered year. This report must be current as of January 1 of the filing year and must indicate: 

· The exact corporate name of the corporation; 

· The street address of the corporation's registered office and the name of its registered agent at that office in this state; 

· The street address of the corporation's principal office; 

· The names and street addresses of the corporation's directors and principal officers, which shall include the president, secretary, and treasurer; 

· A brief description of the nature of the corporation's business; 

· The amount of paid-up capital stock; and 

· The change or changes, if any, in the above particulars made since the last biennial report. 

Other Reports:

The corporation must provide to its shareholders an annual financial statement within 120 days after the close of the fiscal year. These statements must include a year-end balance sheet, an income statement for that year and a statement of changes in shareholders' equity for that year (unless this information is stated elsewhere in the financial statements)

Additionally, a corporation must report in writing any indemnifications or expenses advanced to a director, as well as any issued or authorized promissory notes or promises to render services in the future, to its shareholders with or before notice of the next shareholders' meeting.
