Disposition of Personal Effects 














	The following are instructions for the use of the memorandum for disposition of tangible personal property: 








1.  The memorandum should not include items already specifically disposed of by you or by your will or trust. 





2.  The use of such a memorandum is not intended to apply to the disposition of money, promissory notes, or other evidences of indebtedness, documents of title, securities, or any property used in a trade or business. 





3.  The memorandum should be dated and signed by you. 





4.  You should clearly describe each item so that it can be easily identified and will not be confused with another similar item. 





5.  The item number of the description should match the item number of the recipient. 





6.  Each page of your memorandum should be signed and dated and should be witnessed by someone who is neither a relative nor a recipient. 





7.  Each designated recipient should be identified by his or her proper name and relationship to you.  The address of the recipient should be added if he or she does not live in the same household as you. 





8.  You may change the recipients or property designated in the memorandum from time to time or revise or revoke the entire memorandum.  Changes should be made only by either using a blank copy of this memorandum of creating a new memorandum patterned after this form; the old memorandum should be destroyed.  Changes should never be made by striking through an item or altering anything on the memorandum after it has been executed.  Such changes could affect the validity of the entire memoran-

dum, since it might not be possible at a later time to determine whether you or someone else made the changes. 





9.  You may make copies of this memorandum for your convenience and that of your recipients.
